A. Approval of Minutes from the Public Services Committee meeting of December 8, 2020:
Alderman Burns made a motion to recommend Approval of the Minutes from the Public
Services Committee meeting of December 8, 2020. Alderman Louer seconded the motion. Al
Ayes- Burns, Louer, and Morrison. Committee forwarded to Council for information.

B. Approval of an IDOT Resolution for Maintenance Under the lllinois Highway Code in the
amount of $1,200,000.00.
Alderman Burns made a motion to approve with Alderman Morrison seconding the motion. Staff
explains that this is an annual resolution that allows for the allocation of Motor Fuel Tax Funds
for material purchases and repairs of streets and alleys.

Magnolia St. to Terra Verde Dr. All Ayes- Burns, Louer and Morrison. Committee forwarded to
Council for consideration.

Parkway from Madison County from IL159 to IL157.

ORIGIN: Public Works Department

SUMMARY:

This item is to approve a Sole source resolution for the purchase of one 335 HP Flygt 3231 pump
for use at the Wastewater Treatment Plant, from Vandeventer Engineering.

RATIONALE:

The City of Edwardsville has three effluent pumps that pump the City’s treated wastewater. After
failure of one of the pumps, it was determined that due to age and the existing pump needing to be
almost completely rebuilt, that going with a new pump would be the best solution.

Vandeventer Engineering has provided a proposal to furnish, and deliver the pump at the
estimated cost of $121,900.
